      Study funded through Splost. 

      Results summarized: 

           Sprinkles recommends sidewalk buffering for 89 miles. 136 miles of initial sidewalks needed.                   Sidewalk and trail needed for 265 miles. 

      Approximate cost to implement 200 million dollars. Final plan to be available by end of year. County is considering investment/reward ratios. Funding is tight and no idea when or how much of recommended solutions will be implemented.
